Potential Banes of NEP 2024

Implementation Challenges: While
NEP 2024 outlines ambitious goals for
higher education reform, its success-
ful implementation poses significant
challenges. From infrastructural limi-
tations to bureaucratic hurdles, trans-
lating policy directives into actionable
strategies requires meticulous plan-
ning and sustained investment, which
may be difficult to achieve in practice.
NEP 2024 represents a bold step to-
wards reforming India's education sys-
tem and preparing its youth for the
challenges of the 21st century. Its
success hinges on effective implemen-
tation and addressing potential chal-
lenges. The biggest challenge is ad-
dressing implementation hurdles,
bridging digital divides, reimagining
assessment practices, and safeguard-
ing against the commercialization of
education.

Standardized Testing Dilemma: De-
spite advocating for a holistic ap-
proach to assessment, NEP 2024 re-
tains a reliance on standardized test-
ing as a benchmark for academic per-
formance. Critics argue that this per-
petuates a culture of rote memoriza-
tion and exam-centric learning, ne-
glecting students' individual strengths
and learning styles.

Massive Task: First, the sheer size
and diversity of Indiais education sec-
tor makes implementation an uphill
task. For example, letis consider the
size of the school education system
alone. With more than 15 lakh
schools, 25 crore students, and 89
lakh teachers, India remains the sec-
ond largest education system in the
world. The size of the higher educa-
tion system is massive too. As per the
AISHE 2019 report, Indiais higher edu-

cation sector consists of 3.74 crore
students in nearly 1,000 universities,
39,931 colleges, and 10,725 stand-
alone institutions. Thus, a country-
wide implementation of this mega edu-
cation policy is going to be a mam-
moth exercise involving multiple stake-
holders at the state, district, sub-dis-
trict, and block levels.

Challenge in Achieving Enrollment
Targets: As the policy aims to double
the gross enrollment ratio by 2035,
this requires the creation of a new uni-
versity every week for the next 15
years, which is a huge challenge.

Lack of Teacher Availability and
Training: To deliver the upgraded cur-
riculum effectively, India needs a siz-
able pool of competent teachers who
are familiar with the new pedagogical
approach. As teachers generally share
a disciplinary anchoring culture, it is
difficult to have educators with excep-
tional skills who are experts in one
area and lean in other subjects as
well.

Inadequate Funding: The success-
ful execution of key initiatives requires
availability of adequate financial re-
sources for decades. In this regard,
the NEP has stated that to realize the
goals of the new policy, the country
has to raise public spending on edu-
cation to 6 percent of GDP.

Multiple Entry and Exit: NEPs mul-
tiple entry and exit options may face
challenges in India because of the
large student population. It could lead
to a high annual intake in higher edu-
cation. It can become difficult for uni-
versities to predict how many students
would join and exit and government
need to create awareness among
stakeholders and also to create em-
ployment opportunities for different level
of programmes like certificate, diploma
and degrees.

By fostering a holistic approach to
education, promoting inclusivity and ac-
cessibility, and leveraging technology for
enhanced learning experiences, NEP
2024 has the potential to be a transfor-
mative force in shaping the future of edu-
cation in India. However, careful consid-
eration of its potential pitfalls and proac-
tive measures to mitigate them are es-
sential to ensure that it truly delivers on
its promise of a brighter, more equitable
educational landscape.

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Timely Trial Protection Under the

Constitution: An Emer

One of the most unquestionable le-
gal maxims in human history is
"justice delayed is justice
denied."This concept serves as
the foundation for the right to a
speedy trial and other rights in-
tended to speed up the judicial
system since it is unjust for the
person who was hurt to have little
chance of receiving a prompt and
efficient redress and resolution.
The term has become a
catchphrase among legal reform-
ers who believe that courts, tribu-
nals, judges, arbitrators, adminis-
trative law judges, commissions,
or governments are moving too
slowly to resolve legal matters.
This might be due to a number of
factors, including the complexity
of the case, the overburdening or
complicated nature of the current
system, or the lack of political
support for the subject or party in
question.lt is noteworthy to quote
Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, our first
honorable prime minister, who
said: "Legislation cannot generally
fix deep-rooted societal issues by
itself." Although there are alterna-
tive methods to address them, leg-
islation is vital and required, so it
may provide a push and contain
educational components in addi-
tion to the legal penalties that sup-
port it, which aid in shaping pub-
lic opinion.

Conviction of the guilty and acquit-
tal of the innocent are only two as-
pects of administering justice; a
fair and prompt trial is another. As
everyone is aware, a swift trial is
urgently needed. Since justice
cannot be claimed to have been
served without a timely trial, it is
one of the fundamental human
rights. Almost all international
charters and treaties have ap-
proved it. In the criminal justice
system, a rapid trial serves the
dual purposes of protecting the
accused from needless detention
prior to his conviction and ensur-
ing justice for the victim. Therefore,
the need for a rapid trial resulted
from needless delays in case reso-
lution. In the 1981 case State of
Maharashtra v. Champalal Punjaji,
it was noted that the court had the
right to evaluate whether the ac-
cused had contributed fairly to the
time required, whether the delay
was inadvertent, or if the court's
docket was overloaded or the pros-

ecutors were understaffed when
determining whether the right to a
speedy trial had been denied.
There are several explanations for
why the trial may have been de-
layed. The most well-liked of them
are:

I. The judicial system's features,
such as case pending, court va-
cation, judge population ratio, and
judicial independence.

ii. The lawyer's actions, such as
using extended arguments to im-
press clients, taking adjourn-
ments, and failing to prepare the
case.

iii. The accused's actions, such as
running away or acting
uncooperatively, etc.

The Right to Speedy Trial concept
has evolved throughout time, but
its objectives are still unknown.
The idea behind the Right to
Speedy Trial is to expedite the
resolution of cases in order to in-
crease the effectiveness and reli-
ability of the judiciary. Establish-
ing justice in society is the primary
goal of the Right to Speedy Trial.
Human rights are necessary be-
cause of human life. It is crucial
to provide each individual with a
relatively decent living, as we live
in a civilized society with laws and
systems. As a result, all rights are
human rights, as they enable
people to live like human beings.
The fundamental goal of the legal
system established by each
state's apparatus is to provide vic-
tims of crimes with justice.
As per the recent data, The num-
ber of rape and POCSO cases
pending in India's Fast-Track Spe-
cial Courts (FTSCs) as of Septem-
ber 2024 exceeded two lakh. In an
effort to speed the resolution of
child rape and sexual assault
cases, the government introduced
the FTSC program in October
2019. Since October 2019, India's
Fast-Track Special Courts have
successfully resolved 52% of rape
and Pocso cases; nevertheless,
more than two lakh cases are still
pending.

Increase in Prevention of
Sexual Harassment; In FY23-24,
2,325 POSH complaints were filed,
compared to 1,807 in FY22-23. In
addition, there were 435 pending
complaints in FY23-24 compared
to 260 in FY22-23.

The police looked into 296
events in total in 2022; 202 of the
cases were newly reported, and 94
of the previous year's acid attack
cases were still under investiga-
tion. Under the Domestic Violence
(DV) Act, there were 21,088 pend-
ing appeals and 471,684 initial
cases in India as of July 1, 2022.
The information was given to the
Supreme Court by the National Le-
gal Services Authority (NALSA).
According to the National Crime
Records Bureau's (NCRB), there
has been an alarming increase in
crimes against women, with over
11,000 incidents recorded between
2020 and 2022 in Jammu & Kash-
mir alone. J&K registered 3716
crimes against women in 2022-
much higher than the 3405 inci-
dents in 2020-despite a slight de-
cline from 3937 cases in 2021.A
startling 886 occurrences of
women being kidnapped or ab-
ducted were reported in 2022, rais-
ing serious concerns about the
practice. Six cases involved human
trafficking, while 462 cases in-
volved kidnapping and abduction
with the intention of forcing a forced
marriage. The number of rape
cases is still concerning; 287
cases were reported in 2022. The
fact that 276 of the perpetrators in
these cases were known to the vic-
tim shows how common intimate
partner violence is.

According to the report, 34 cases
were covered by the Dowry Prohi-
bition Act of 1961, and 3214 cases
of assault on women with the in-
tention of upsetting their modesty
were reported in 2022. There has
been arise in cybercrimes against
women as well; 54 cases were re-
corded in 2022. Even with these
alarming figures, the J&K Police's
2022 report on crimes against
women presents a nuanced pic-
ture. Out of the 5667 cases that
were submitted for investigation,
1929 cases from the previous year
were still pending. 22 cases were
also reopened for investigation,
highlighting the difficulties in wrap-
ping up these cases.

Former J&K State Commission for
Women chair Vasundhara Pathak
Masoodi expressed grave concern
about the sharp rise in crimes
against women in the area. "Gen-
der-based violence incidents, in-
cluding acid attacks, rape, mur-
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sexual offenses at work, have in-
creased dramatically in J&K. To
protect the wellbeing of women in
the area, the data highlight the
urgent need for swift and deliber-
ate reflection and action, the
speaker stated. "Where such
cases have witnessed a sharp
rise, per contra, the conviction
rate is relatively very low," Masoodi
said, expressing concern over the
legal system. A low conviction rate
gives abusers more confidence be-
cause they believe that anyone can
get away with committing such
crimes because convictions are so
rare." She stated that a lot of
people were spending uncontrol-
lably on dowry items and wedding
celebrations in an attempt to se-
cure their daughters' futures in
marriage, but this was frequently
backfiring."The husband's family
doesn't seem to be satisfied with
anything, and their demands keep
coming up. Ultimately, the girls ei-
ther returned to their parents'
houses, or commit suicide. In or-
der to reduce violence against
women in Jammu and Kashmir, |
hope the J&K administration gets
serious and takes immediate ac-
tion," the chair stated.

The Indian constitution places a
strong obligation on the judiciary
to provide legislative mechanisms
to address issues pertaining to the
administration of justice. The es-
tablishment of an independent ju-
dicial system, the inclusion of fun-
damental rights, and the directive
principles of state policies all
demonstrate our constitution's
framers' dedication to establish-
ing the judicial system as a re-
liable component of the state
apparatus that the public may
trust and rely on in the hopes
of justice. The Magna Carta, a
seminal work of English law, is
where the right to a prompt trial
is first recognized. "No one
shall be deprived of his life or
personal liberty unless in accor-
dance with the method pre-
scribed by law," states Article
21. When considering the bail
plea in Babu, Justice Krishna
lyer According to Singh v. State
of UP, "Our legal system has
slow motion syndrome, which is
fatal to a "fair trial" regardless of
the final verdict, even in serious in-

stances. Since society as a whole
cares about the criminal being duly
and ultimately punished within a
reasonable time frame and the in-
nocent being spared the excessive
suffering of judicial processes,
speedy justice is a component of
social justice.The idea of the right
to a swift trial is becoming more

and more important every day.
The right to a speedy trial is a ba-
sic right that is implicit in the pro-
tection of life and personal liberty
entrenched in Article 21 of the Con-
stitution. Any accused person who
is denied this right may petition
the Supreme Court under Article
32 to have this right enforced, and
the Court may, in the course of
doing its constitutional duty, issue
the necessary directives to the
state governments and other rel-
evant authorities to ensure that
the accused person has this
right.Promulgation is only one part
of the issue, even though tougher
regulations and harsher penalties
are crucial in discouraging people
from committing such crimes.
Such actions might be discour-
aged by legal remedies such as
modifications to increase convic-
tion rates. Despite addressing
some of these concerns, the crimi-
nal law reform is still lacking in
several areas. Recognizing that
judicial reform is simply one facet
of the problem is crucial; there are
other, more compassionate facets
as well.The Apex Courts have ruled
in their judicial declarations that a
quick trial is an intrinsic right un-
der Article 21 of the constitution,
meaning that no one shall be de-
prived of his life and liberty with-
out following the law, which must
be "fair," "reasonable," and
"just." Finally, despite the nu-
merous measures put in place
to guarantee prompt justice, the
Indian people are still not receiv-
ing it in the genuine sense. There
are several explanations for the
trial's postponement. Even
though the right to a fast trial is
a basic one, its effective imple-
mentation nevertheless necessi-
tates thorough legal analysis and

Why Muslim World Should Stop Holding A Grudge Against Israel And Move On

Have you ever heard of the biggest
ship disaster of all time? Six or seven
times worse than the Titanic. On
January 30, 1945, the Wilhelm
Gustloff left the Baltic Sea port of
Gotenhafen in northern Europe, now
in Poland. They were carrying a num-
ber of German military officers. But
ninety per cent of those on board
were German refugees, fleeing the
horrors of World War 2. The Soviets
spotted the ship, fired three torpe-
does, and all of them struck. That
night, 10,000 people drowned in the
icy waters of the Baltic Sea. For com-
parison, 1,500 people died when the
Titanic sank.This is what happens
when someone like the Nazis or
Hamas mixes the military with the
civilians. It is sad. But such is the
harsh reality of war. So why the out-
cry against Israel over the high civil-
ian death toll in the war in Gaza?As
the war in Gaza makes headlines in
India, several commentators have
been feeding us with a simple ex-
planation for what is happening. They
say that Israel is occupying Pales-

tinian land. The Jews are oppres-
sors, the Arabs are victims. There-
fore, we must side with the Arabs.But
the history is a lot more complex.
The Arabs started the war in 1948-
49, which Israel won. After that, Is-
rael took 78 per cent of the land, as
opposed to the 55 per cent given to
them by the UN partition plan. But
what happened to the rest of the
land? Egypt occupied Gaza and Jor-
dan occupied the West Bank in the
exact same war! So the Arabs
snatched land from their fellow Ar-
abs in Palestine. Do the Arabs ever
talk about that? No, because it does
not fit their narrative.So when Israel
was again forced to fight the Arab
countries in 1967, there was no Pal-
estinian state anywhere. In the 1967
war, Israel overcame the combined
forces of five countries: Egypt, Syria,
Jordan, Irag and Lebanon. They at-
tacked Israel from all sides, but Is-
rael still won. In that war, Israel cap-
tured large amounts of territory. But
almost all of it was given back to
these countries in return for them giv-

ing diplomatic recognition to Israel.
The enemies of Israel could hardly
have asked for a more fair deal.But
what about the 700,000 Palestinian
refugees? Yes, they had to leave their
homes. And it was very unfortunate.
But that is what happens when you
lose a war of annihilation. The Ger-
mans launched a war of annihilation
against the Soviets in 1941. So when
the Germans were defeated in World
War 2, the Germans lost a lot of land.
As many as 12 million Germans had
to flee their homes in Eastern Eu-
rope, from Poland, Czechoslovakia,
Romania, Hungary and Yugoslavia.
At least 1 million of them died. Do
the Germans also get to call this a
inakbah, or whatever is the German
word for icatastrophei?The Arabs
launched three wars of annihilation
against the Jews (in 1948, 1967 and
1973) and lost them all! This means
that the Arabs must come to terms
with losing some territory. Unfortu-
nately, that is what happens in war.
Forinstance, the city of Konigsberg,
the capital of East Prussia, had been

a German city for 800 years. Today,
it is part of the Russian oblast of
Kaliningrad. At the end of the Sec-
ond World War, the Russians ex-
pelled the Germans from Konigsberg
and took the city. Why should it be
any different if Israel wishes to an-
nex the West Bank or Gaza
tomorrow?In fact, those who single
out the plight of Palestinian Arab refu-
gees do not seem to know how the
borders of countries everywhere were
redrawn after World War 2. At the
time, the universal formula for peace
seemed to be that of forming ethni-
cally homogeneous states. For ex-
ample, Ukraine was given territory
from Poland, and the Polish minori-
ties were expelled from Ukraine. In
turn, Ukrainian minorities were ex-
pelled from Poland. While the Pol-
ish had to leave Lithuania and
Belarus, the Lithuanians and
Belorussians had to leave Poland.
Also, Poland was given land from
Germany, and the Germans were
expelled from Poland. Many Hungar-
ians had to leave from the

Transylvania region of Romania. The
Italians were expelled from what is
Croatia today. In May 1945, the
President of Czechoslovakia called
on his people to ieliminate the Ger-
man problem.i Nearly 2 million Ger-
mans were expelled from the coun-
try, and thousands of Germans died
in the process.When seen in this
light, the victimhood of the Palestin-
ian Arabs is real, but hardly excep-
tional. In fact, they seem to be the
most privileged of all évictimsi in the
world, perhaps the only refugees that
the world still cares about. Has any-
one ever asked about the ltaliansi
right to return to Croatia? Or a right
of the Poles to return to Ukraine? So
what makes the Palestinian Arabs
special?We all know the answer to
that last question. The Palestinian
Arabs are Muslims. And we have all
become used to treating Muslims as
special. But there is no logical rea-
son for this.The Jews themselves
were the worst victims of World War
2. If anyone deserves a state, it has
to be them.

lieve that we are strong enough
to resist, clever enough to navi-
gate the waters, and smart
enough to distinguish reality from
illusion. But the truth is, the
world is full of "sirens"6those
tempting voices that distract us
from our true purpose. They
promise satisfaction but never
deliver it. Instead, they lead us
away from our moral compass,
deeper into dangerous waters,
until we, too, crash against the
rocks. The lesson in this story
is clear: we must be vigilant
about the voices we listen to in
life. Not every opportunity, desire,
or pleasure is as harmless as it
seems. Some, like the sirens'
song, are traps that can lead to
our downfall if we are not care-
ful. Wisdom comes from recog-
nizing these illusions and stay-
ing the course, even when the
path seems difficult or less allur-

ing. Just as the sailor was lured
away from his intended course,
so too can we lose our way if we
follow the call of temptations
without considering the conse-
quences. The world may sing
sweetly to us, offering promises of
fulfillment, but true happiness
comes not from chasing after fleet-
ing pleasures, but from staying true
to our values, our purpose, and the
deeper meaning of life. In the end,
the sailoris fate is a reminder that
not all that glitters is gold, and not
every sweet song leads to paradise.
The choices we make determine
whether we will navigate safely
through lifeis waters or be pulled
into the depths by illusions we failed
to see for what they truly were. Let
us, then, listen carefully, and
choose our path with wisdom and
discernment, knowing that the
sweetest songs are often the most
dangerous traps.

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Syed Ahmad Taqvi bin Syed
Muhammad Muttaqi, well known
as Sir Syed Ahmad Khan, was
born on (17 Oct, 1817,
Delhi__died on 27 March,1898,
Aligarh) into a devoted Nawabi
family. During the foundation pe-
riod, he studied the Quran and
many other sciences. His
mother, Aziz un Nisa, had a sig-
nificant influence in his early
years, instilling in him a strong
sense of discipline and a stron-
ger focus on contemporary edu-
cation. In contemporary Indian
history, Sir Syed Ahmad Khan
marks a unique and distinctive
moment. Despite his wide range
of interests and his well-known
prowess in the fields of history,
theology, jurisprudence, and so-
cial and educational reforms, his
political beliefs, thoughts, and
deeds have caused historians
and political analysts of subse-
quent times to have differing
views. He saw a period of histori-
cal change from the fall of the
medieval government to the es-
tablishment of the contemporary
colonial government. He em-
braced modernity and promoted
contemporary western scientific
education for the Muslims who
were then living in medieval
times, rejecting the revivalist im-
pulses that were common among
a persecuted and devastated
Muslim population. This had a
significant impact on his
politicalbeliefs andbehavior as
well.

It is widely acknowledged that
Sir Syed Ahmad Khan was a re-
markable visionary, educator,
philosopher, social reformer, and
thinker. His numerous works in-
clude Asar Us Sanadid, Ain-e-
Akbari,Risala-e-Asbab-e-
Bagawat-e-Hind (The Causes of
the Indian Mutiny of 1857),
Hayat-e-Javed, Tarikh-e-Firoz
Shahi, Tuzk-e-Jahangiri, Jam-i-
jum, Silsilat-ul-Mulk,Khutbat-e-
Ahmadiya(A Series of Essays on
the Life of Prophet Muhammad
PBUH) as a response to William
Muir's book The Life of
Prophet,Kalmat-e-Haq, Tafsir-al
Quran and The Loyal Muhammad-
ans of India. His writings made it
apparent that he was a social
reformer who wished to do away
with customs and rituals that
were unworkable. His use of logic
and reasoning served as the foun-
dation for his views. He person-

ally stayed away from the
society's irrational and unwork-
able customs and sought to keep
its members at bay. He also ex-
pressed his opinions on the
negative social practices, espe-
cially in the Muslim community,
in Urdu writings such as
Rasoomaat and Bahes-o-Takrar.
Sir Syed established the
Tehzeeb-ul-Akhlag, which was
committed to enforcing moral
education and removing immoral
activities from Muslim society, in
an effort to persuade the Mus-
lims to embrace modern educa-
tion. Regarding the Shia and
Sunni dispute, he also ad-
dressed it in his Urdu-translated
work Tuhfa-i-Isna Ashriya. In the
1850s, he was very interested in
seeing education progress. He
saw the value of a contemporary
education-which at the time was
only offered in English-speaking
schools nationwide-while re-
searching a number of subjects,
including European law. He was
charged with British influence
because he opposed religious
dogma and outdated ideologies,
but this did not stop him from
being passionate about empow-
ering and changing the country.
The nation's ultimate aims of
wealth, peace, harmony, and po-
litical stability can only be at-
tained via education, according
to Sir Syed Ahmad, who high-
lighted the value of modern edu-
cation. "Look forward, pick up
fresh knowledge, and don't waste
time learning boring old
things."Although he did not un-
dermine Muslims' identity, he did
support the modernization and
reformation of society, especially
among Muslims who were falling
behind. In addition to advocating
for Hindu-Muslim harmony, Sir
Syed was a pioneer of interfaith
communication on the subconti-
nent. He was a supporter, pro-
moter, and ambassador of peace
among India's major communities
rather than someone who was
hostile to the local population.
His sayings, which focused
heavily on compassion and peace-
ful cohabitation among diverse reli-
gion followers, demonstrate his vi-
sion of not just peaceful coexist-
ence in a heterogeneous society but
also cooperation and social har-
mony. He once said, "We (Hindus
and Muslims) eat the exact same
food, drink water from the same riv-

ers, and breathe the same air; we
are the two eyes of the exquisite
bride that is Hindustan; weakness
in either one of them will spoil the
beauty of the bride (Dulhan)"in ref-
erence to maintaining peaceful com-
munal harmony amongst interreli-
gious groups, particularly Hindus
and Muslims in the late 1980s.

The unity, fraternity, and coopera-
tion of society's many elements are
necessary for a pluralistic and de-
veloping society, as Sir Syed rec-
ognized. In order to implement the
principle, he kept the college's doors
open to all students, and in 1898,
there were 64 Hindu and 285 Mus-
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lim students enrolled, along with
seven Hindu staff members.

He
once said in front of a crowd, "Re-
member that the labels Hindu and
Muslim should only be used for re-
ligious differentiation; otherwise, all
people who reside in this country
belong to the same nation." He
emphasized to his fellow citizens
that "fighting for the welfare of all
people, regardless of caste or reli-
gion, is the first and essential task
of all well-wishers of the country."
He is said to have emphasized that
if we ignore the portion of ourselves
that we owe to God, then we are
both basically one nation since we
are both citizens of India, and col-
laboration between us is the only
way for our country to develop. Ad-
ditionally, he emphasized that so-
cial interactions, mutual respect,
love, and compassion between Mus-
lims and Hindus should not be ham-
pered by religious differences be-
tween them, which should also not
be hampered by political difficulties.
At another point, he said, Muslims
and Hindus should work to make
their hearts and souls one in line
with this ethic. Only by sticking to-
gether will we be able to live; other-
wise, we will soon perish. He held
that all faith adherents should be
united and live in harmony with one
another in order to cooperate and
struggle for the betterment of soci-
ety as a whole. Through his prose,
literature, and poetry, he frequently
emphasized the value of Hindu-Mus-
lim unity and urged Muslims and
Hindus to stand firm and cooperate
even in the face of the colonial
forces' post-1857 uprising.

Sir Syed emphasized the impor-

in India's Multi-ethnic Society.

tance of employing modern educa-
tion to achieve intellectual advance-
ment for people of all religions, but
especially for Muslims. In actuality,
he was the first Muslim from India
to progress to the institutional and
scientific foundations of Muslim mo-
dernity in South Asia. Despite great
challenges and criticism from all
quarters, including his own people,
he persisted because of his love for
his country and his strong convic-
tion that modern education is es-
sential. He tried to use a thread of
rich and complex cultural diversity
to bring the populace together. He
articulated his views on culture in
the first edition of his journal
Tehzeeb-ul-Akhlaq, writing, "The
objective of building this complete
degree of civilization, meaning cul-
ture, so that the hate with which the
civilised (cultured) countries look
them should fade away, and they
may likewise be called to be (one
of the) elevated and cultured nations
of the earth." He went into further
detail about this in two lengthy ar-
ticles named "Culture and its Defi-
nition" and "Civilization or Sophisti-
cation and Culture" that were pub-
lished in Tehzeeb-ul-Akhlag. Ac-
cording to Sir Syed, promoting har-
monious society, engagement, and
peaceful coexistence all depend on
education and related learning ob-
jectives. To illustrate his point, Sir
Syed used the metaphor of an eye
that weeps for the agony and suf-
fering of every part of the body: the
same metaphor used by Hakeemul
Ummat Alama Igbal in below cou-
plet

"Mubtalaye Dard Koi Uzoo Ho, Roti
Hai Aankh

Kis Qadar Hamdard Saray Jism Ki
Hoti Hai Aankh."

He had so sworn to reform, educate,
and empower communities outside
the boundaries of religion, caste,
and creed, and the hardships of
all civilizations would make him
unhappy. The greatest example
still in existence is AMU (Aligarh
Muslim University), whose first
graduate was a Hindu named
Ishwari Prasad. Its accomplish-
ments are spreading around the
world and cutting across reli-
gious boundaries.

Being a multi-religious, multi-cul-
tural, and multilingual country,
India is currently going through
a very challenging time. The ideas
of the Muslim reformers must be
immediately remembered as in-
tolerance spreads not justin In-

dia but all across the world at this
crucial juncture, when hate
crimes are on the increase,
mostly between Muslims and
Hindus, and certain fringe ele-
ments with their own small-scale
political agendas are purpose-
fully sowing hatred and animos-
ity among all segments of soci-
ety. There is something for ev-
eryone, including hate speech,
racial violence, mob lynching,
intolerance for minorities, anti-
immigrant sentiments, and more.
The best way to combat all forms
of violence and prejudice both
within and between people is to
engage in intra- and inter-reli-
gious discussion, find and pro-
mote the commonalities found in
all religions, communicate with
the masses in a language they
understand, and provide them
with educational opportunities
that they can grasp. Sir Syed's
message of religious peace of-
fers a rejuvenating, welcoming
location to start the process of
developing harmony, unity, and
compassion in society.
In fact, his final words, which are
inscribed on a large sandstone
pillar in one of the University
Circles, perfectly capture his
philosophy and the goals he pur-
sued during his life, which were
primarily to elevate Muslim
Qaom by transferring knowledge,
morals, and discipline for a suc-
cessful Qaom; read as: "Oh my
dear children, you have reached
a particular stage, and remem-
ber one thing that when | under-
took the task, there was criticism
all around against me, abuses
were hurled upon me, life had
become so difficult for me that |
aged before my age, | lost my
hair, my eyesight, but not my vi-
sion. My vision never dimmed,
my determination never failed, |
built this institution for you and |
am sure, you will carry the light
of this institution far and wide,
darkness will disappear from all
around".

US school principal accused of sexually

abusing student'

A former Manhattan school prin-
cipal has been accused of sexually
abusing one of his students nearly
every day, grooming her and ad-
dressing her as his 'princess' and
'baby’, according to a federal law-
suit, New York Post reported.The
lawsuit, filed in Manhattan, alleges
that Brett Kimmel, once the head
of the Washington Heights Expedi-
tionary Learning School, engaged
in a prolonged period of inappropri-
ate conduct with the student. The
student, who now resides in Mary-
land, claims that Kimmel groped
her, pressured her to perform oral
sex, and attempted to have inter-
course with her just before her 18th
birthday.

The alleged act began over
a decade ago, when the girl was in
eighth grade, and escalated during
her freshman year, with Kimmel bom-
barding her with inappropriate texts
and emails daily, the report
stated.These communications re-

due to "negligent supervision".

The lawsuit accuses the
DOE of failing to adequately train
staff and faculty on recognising and
reporting suspicious behaviour and
ignoring student comments about
the ongoing abuse. Despite the se-
rious allegations, the Special Com-
missioner of Investigation for city
schools said that no complaints
had been filed against Kimmel. Ac-
cording to city payroll records,
Kimmel earned 182,844 US Dollars
in the fiscal year 2015 before de-
parting the DOE in the fall of that
year. He now works as an educa-
tion consultant in Fort Lauderdale
in Florida.Meanwhile, Kimmel's at-
torney, Alan Sash, has denied the
sexual abuse allegations and has
demanded that the case be dis-
missed in court filings.ent confiden-
tiality.
