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US pharma tariffs expected in weeks
as Trump gears up for Alaska: Report

The announcement by
President Donald Trump's
administration of the results of
a probe into pharmaceutical
imports and new sector-
specific US tariffs likely
remains weeks away, four
official and industry sources
said, later than initially
promised as he focusses on
other matters. Commerce
Secretary Howard Lutnick had
said in April when the review of
whether reliance on foreign
drug production threatens US
national security was launched
that he anticipated that it would
conclude between mid-May and
mid-June.

Human Rights Vs Dog Rights: Activist

The Supreme Court deserves a pat
on its back. By ordering the Delhi
government and civic bodies to begin
removing stray dogs from streets and
housing them in shelters, it has sunk
its legal canines into the stray dog
menace. Far too many are mauled by
packs of prowling dogs on the capital’s
streets. Most of the victims are
toddlers and the aged who can’t look
out for themselves. In standing up for
the most vulnerable, the Supreme Court
has firmly put their rights, human
rights, first.

No sooner had the top court passed
the order than activists lashed out,
alleging that the verdict is a veritable
dog’s breakfast of callous inhumanity
dressed up as justice for dog bite
victims. Perhaps anticipating the
backlash, the SC bench chided
activists in open court, asking, “All
these animal activists, will they be able

to bring back those who have fallen
prey to rabies?" But the rhetoric hasn’t
tempered the emotionalism of the
PETA-led animal rights lobby. But does
their sentimental advocacy for what
they call their “heartbeat"” miss the
point and the facts?

Public safety first. Delhi records
over 2,000 dog bites daily. That's
about 7.3 lakh a year. Rabies Kills
20,000 Indians annually. In the
hierarchy of rights, shouldn’t the right
of a five-year-old not to be mauled or
die from rabies outweigh a street dog’s
“right" to roam free?

Second, ABC has failed in practice.
After nearly two decades of the Animal
Birth Control (ABC) programme,
Delhi’s stray population has ballooned
to 6-7 lakh. The rule mandating
sterilised dogs be returned to their
original location is a logistical
absurdity in a city of 1,484 sq km.

Tracking each animal is impossible; in
practice, many “sterilised" dogs are
not even tagged properly.

Third, we've overshot cost-effective
solutions. In 2024-25, the MCD spent
Rs 30 crore on ABC and feeding
contracts. Yet municipal shelters
remain under-capacity, unhygienic,
and poorly supervised. Ironically, some
of the loudest critics of the SC order
are NGOs paid to run these facilities—
the very entities whose inefficiency has
allowed the crisis to spiral.

Fourth, many point to foreign
models, but they don’t fit. The
Netherlands, Singapore, and parts of
Australia eliminated strays starting
with small populations, deep pockets,
and strict enforcement. Delhi’s scale,
six lakh-plus dogs, and lower municipal
resources make these comparisons
irrelevant. Fifth, the SC plan is humane.
But the capture, sterilisation,

vaccination, and sheltering, with CCTV
oversight and penalties for obstruction,
is workable only on paper. The
questions that no one has an answer
to, not even the SC, is where will Delhi
house 6 lakh dogs? How will
overcrowded, underfunded shelters
cope? Who will feed, clean, and
provide veterinary care at scale? Who
will foot the Rs 15,000 crore bill?
Without realistic capacity building, the
SC’s plan risks becoming another
ABC—high on intent, low on results.
Which leads to the hard truth: in some
countries—including parts of the US,
Australia, and the UK—unadoptable,
aggressive strays are humanely
euthanised. It is neither cruel nor “anti-
animal"; itis a public health necessity
when all else fails. Delhi’s stray dog
crisis has reached a point where the
truth has begun to hurt—or should one
say bite.

Supreme Court Says Bihar Voter Roll Revision
Could Be Overturned if lllegality Proven

The Supreme Court has indicated that the Election
Commission’s ongoing ‘special intensive revision’ of
Bihar’'s voter list could be set aside as late as
September, just two months before the expected
Assembly polls, if the process is found to be illegal.
The observation came during Tuesday’s hearing on a
petition challenging the constitutional and legal basis
of the large-scale re-verification exercise.

At the heart of the dispute is whether the Election
Commission (EC) has the authority to determine
citizenship. The EC has sought 11 specific documents
to re-verify voters, excluding commonly used
government IDs such as Aadhaar and its own voter
identity card, arguing that these only establish identity
and are not definitive proof of citizenship. The poll body
also said Aadhaar is easier to forge than the
documents it requires. Senior advocate Abhishek
Singhvi, representing Rashtriya Janata Dal MP Manoj

Kumar Jha, argued that the power to grant or revoke
citizenship lies solely with the Home Ministry, not the
EC. He contended that the commission’s role is limited
to verifying voter identity, not questioning the citizenship
of people already on the electoral roll. Singhvi stressed
that presuming millions of voters to be non-citizens
undermines the electoral process and exceeds the
EC'’s remit. Justice Surya Kant acknowledged that while
citizenship is a matter for the government, the EC is
responsible for ensuring only eligible citizens remain
on the rolls. However, the bench made it clear that
any large-scale exclusion—such as the removal of five
crore names—would be subject to judicial review. The
court’s remarks, while not a final ruling, were seen as
a morale boost for the opposition, which has accused
the EC of acting in collusion with the ruling Bharatiya
Janata Party to disenfranchise voters from
marginalised communities.

India Claims Six Pakistani Aircraft Downed
iIn May Conflict, Pakistan Denies Losses

India’s Air Force Chief, Air Chief Marshal Amar
Preet Singh, has announced that Indian forces shot
down six Pakistani aircraft during intense fighting in
May, marking the first official statement from New
Delhi on the scale of aerial engagements. The
clashes, described as the heaviest in decades, also
resulted in the loss of an unspecified number of Indian
jets. Speaking at a military lecture in Bengaluru,
Singh said five Pakistani fighter jets and one larger
aircraft, possibly a surveillance plane, were
destroyed, with the long-range strike occurring at a
distance of about 300 kilometres. He credited India’s
Russian-made S-400 air defence systems for most
of the hits, calling the incident “the largest ever
recorded surface-to-air kill” in India’s history. The

Air Force chief added that air strikes also damaged
a surveillance aircraft and destroyed part of a hangar
housing F-16 fighters at two airbases in southeastern
Pakistan. According to Singh, half of the F-16 hangar
at the Shahbaz Jacobabad airbase in Sindh province
was reduced to rubble. Pakistan has strongly
rejected the claims, with Defence Minister
Khawaja Muhammad Asif calling them “comical
narratives” and challenging India to allow an
independent inventory check of both nations’
aircraft fleets. He warned that such statements
could increase the risk of “strategic miscalculation”
in a nuclear-armed region. The May 7-10 conflict
was triggered by the Kkilling of 26 tourists in
Pahalgam, in India-administered Kashmir.

The Supreme Court has directed
that stray dogs be removed from
every area and kept in safe places.
Strict action will be taken against
organizations or individuals who
obstruct the process. This order
has been given keeping in mind the
safety of children, women and the
elderly. The increasing cases of dog
attacks and fatal diseases like
rabies have raised concerns. The
court suggested a balanced
solution—dogs will not be killed, but
they will be kept in safe shelters.
This is a concrete step towards
ensuring the safety of both humans
and animals.

The recent Supreme Court decision
directing the removal of stray dogs
from every locality and shifting them
to safer places is a significant and
long-awaited move. The court
clearly stated in its order—"human
life and safety first"—which marks
a decisive stand in the ongoing
debate on thisissue. This decision
is not only legally significant, but
also a reminder to society that the
time has come to move beyond
emotional debates and adopt
practical solutions.

Estimates of the number of stray
dogs in India vary from state to
state, but some reports suggest
that there are about 15 to 20 million
stray dogs in the country. This
number is not just a statistical fact,
but an alarming one—because their
presence is directly impacting
public safety, hygiene, and health.
Stray dog attacks have been on the
rise over the past decade. Data from
the Union Health Ministry shows
that about 17 to 20 lakh people are
bitten by dogs every year. A large
number of these are children, as
their height and vulnerability make
them easy targets for dogs. What
is serious is that the consequences
of these attacks are not just limited
to injuries; there is always the risk
of fatal diseases like rabies, which
claim thousands of lives every yeatr.
Animal rights organisations argue
that killing stray dogs is inhumane
and they too have aright to live. This
view is correct, but it can be

recognised only as long as it does
not endanger human life. The court
has also struck a balance and said
that dogs should not be killed
indiscriminately, but rather they
should be shifted to safer places or
shelters. The question here is—are
our municipal bodies and
panchayats ready for this
challenge? Because just giving
orders is not enough; its
implementation on the ground will
require adequate resources, trained
staff and a planned strategy.

This decision of the Supreme Court
also presents a legal framework.
The court has clearly stated that if
any organization or person
obstructs this process, strict action
will be taken against them. This
means that now the court has set
a clear priority in the debate of
“human life vs animal rights”. Also,
the court has given the responsibility
to the municipal corporations and
panchayats to not only remove
stray dogs, but also make proper
arrangements for their care. This
order is also a test of the capability
and honesty of the administrative
system.

Rabies is a major health problem
in India. According to the World
Health Organization (WHO), around
59,000 people die of rabies every
year worldwide, a large proportion
of which come from India. The
disease is transmitted by dog bites
in 99% of cases and once
symptoms appeat, it is not possible
to cure it. Therefore, preventing dog
bite cases is the most effective
measure. In addition, packs of stray
dogs often search for food in
garbage dumps, spreading many
types of infections and filth. This
also affects efforts such as urban
sanitation and Swachh Bharat
Abhiyan.

This problem is not just
administrative; society also has a
big role to play in it. People often
feed stray dogs outside their homes
out of religious or compassionate
feelings. While this sentiment is
commendable, it sometimes leads
to dog packs and aggressive

behaviour. If this food is thrown out
in the open, it attracts more dogs
and increases the danger to the
local population. Society needs to
understand that compassion and
responsibility must go hand in
hand. If we really want the well-being
of these animals, it is important to
take them to shelters in an
organised manner and run a
sterilisation programme.
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To control the number of stray dogs,
a large scale sterilization campaign
will have to be conducted. Adequate
number of dog shelters should be

builtin every town and panchayat,
where they get food, water and
medical facilities. It is important to
teach people how to maintain a safe
distance from dogs and not to feed
them in the open. Garbage lying in
the open is the main attraction for
stray dogs, which needs to be
controlled. Monitoring committees
can be formed at the mohalla level
which keep an eye on the activities
of the dogs and inform the
administration.

Many countries have adopted
successful models to tackle this
problem. For example, in Thailand,
the government and NGOs worked
together to run sterilisation and
vaccination programmes, which
drastically reduced the number
of stray dogs and attacks.
Turkey, under its "Street Dogs
Project", kept dogs in safe

places and implanted microchips
in them to track them. India can
learn from these models and
develop solutions for its local
context.

The problem of stray dogs is not
just a matter of law and court, but
it is a social issue related to
human safety, health and
morality. The Supreme Court's
stance of "human life and safety
first" gives the right direction to
this debate. Now it is the
responsibility of municipal
bodies, panchayats and citizens
to find a solution to this problem
together. Compassion does not
mean that we ignore the danger,
and safety does not mean that we
become inhuman. A balanced,
humane and practical approach is
the way through which both humans
and animals can remain safe.

India’s Supreme Court Orders Mass Removal of
Stray Dogs from Delhi Amid Rabies Concerns

India’s Supreme Court has issued a sweeping or-
der for the immediate removal of thousands of stray

dogs from Delhi and its surrounding areas, citing 49 rabies cases reported in Delhi between January

Under the ruling, civic authori-
ties must round up all strays—
sterilised or not—within eight
weeks, sterilise and vaccinate
them, and relocate them to
newly built shelters equipped
with CCTV monitoring.

No dogs will be al- ==
lowed back onto the streets, |
and anyone resisting the re-

movals could face charges. Justice JB Pardiwala
stressed the urgency of the measure, saying chil-
dren and the elderly must be able to move freely

without fear.

The decision challenges India’s existing Animal Birth
Control (ABC) rules, which require sterilised dogs
to be returned to their original territories.

"Freedom is not just a date, it is a continuous struggle. It is not just the right to hoist the flag,

Rather, it is the responsibility to provide equal opportunity and respect to every citizen.

On 15 August 1947, we broke the
shackles of foreign rule. There was
a thrill in the fluttering waves of the
tricolour, which was born after
centuries of slavery and oppression.
There was only one hope on every
face—now our country will run as per
its will, now every citizen will get
equal rights, now we will be the
creators of our future. But 78 years
after independence, this question
haunts—has that dream been
fulfilled?

Today we are the world's largest
democracy, our economy is growing
rapidly, new heights are being
achieved in science and technology.
Metro trains, digital payments,
satellite missions and growing
influence on the global stage fill us
with pride. But behind this shine lies
a truth—our freedom is still
incomplete. This incompleteness is
not only due to poverty or
unemployment, but due to deep-
seated inequalities in thinking,
system and behavior.

In our country, democracy often
means only elections. We consider
casting our vote every five years as
our participation, but after that an
invisible distance is created between
the leader and the public. The public
complains, the government gives
explanations, and under this pretext
the real issues are left behind. The
real meaning of freedom is that the
citizen should be the center of
power, and his voice should be heard
not only in election speeches but
also in policies and decisions.

We live in an age of technology. The
internet and social media have given
unprecedented expansion to freedom
of speech. But the abuse of this
freedom has also increased—fake
news, hate messages, and the
digital divide have created new gulfs
in society. Freedom is meaningful
only when expression is done
responsibly, and the digital space is
used for awareness and progress,
not to incite and divide.

India has come a long way on the
economic front, but this journey has

not been the same for everyone. On
one hand, we are leading the world
in the number of billionaires, while
on the other hand, crores of people
are still struggling for employment,
food and treatment. No one can see
the life of slum dwellers in the
shadow of the high-rise buildings of
the metropolis. True economic
freedom means that every citizen
gets the opportunity to improve his
life through his hard work, and he is
not at the mercy of anyone for basic
needs.

The challenges are no less at the
social level as well. Discrimination
on the basis of caste, religion and
gender is still deeply present in our
society. Women have equal rights
in education, employment and
security on paper, but in reality they
still face unequal opportunities and
violence. It is ironic that on the one
hand we are preparing to reach
Mars, and on the other hand the
ideas that consider girls' education
a burden are still alive.

Education is the real foundation of
freedom. But we have a huge
disparity in both the quality and
access to education. The private
schools in the metros and the

dilapidated government schools in
the rural areas are part of the same
country, but their worlds are different.
Without a strong and equal
education system, we cannot create
an aware and capable civil society,
and without such a society,
democracy cannot be strong either.
The situation is challenging in the
health sector too. The Covid-19
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pandemic has exposed the
weaknesses of our system. Big
hospitals are in cities, but even basic
health facilities are a dream in small
towns and villages. Independence
also means that no citizen should
lose his life due to lack of treatment,
and health services should not be
only for the rich.

The biggest challenge of today's
times is mental slavery. Many of us
are still bound in the chains of
traditions, superstitions and
prejudices. Instead of embracing

change, we often consider it a threat.
Real freedom will come when we are
not afraid to think, ask questions and
adopt a new path.

Environmental crisis is also an issue
related to our freedom. If the air,
water and soil become poisonous,
then the citizen's right to live a
healthy life will also become hollow.
Striking a balance between
development and environment is
essential for today's India.
Freedom is not just about taking
rights, but also about performing
duties. We break traffic signals,
evade taxes, ignore cleanliness, and
then raise questions about
corruption and chaos. If citizens are
not honest in performing their duties,
then the government cannot be
honest either.

India's strength is its diversity. But
this diversity can also become a
threat to us if we look at each other
only through the prism of caste,
religion or language. Intoday's era,
our biggest responsibility is to
respect each other's identity and
not let differences turn into
enmity. Now is the time that we
should not celebrate
independence as just a historical

event but live it as a continuous
responsibility. This responsibility
is not just of the government but
of every citizen. We have to
ensure transparency in politics,
independence in the judiciary,
impartiality in the media and
equality in society.

Today's India needs freedom
where every child goes to school
without fear and discrimination,
every youth gets opportunities
based on his hard work, every
woman feels safe, every elderly
person gets respect and care,
and every citizen can express his
views freely. This will be the India
for which our ancestors sacrificed.
Political freedom was the
beginning of our journey, but the
destination is yet to come.
Unless we eliminate inequality,
discrimination, poverty, and
ignorance, the praise of our
freedom will remain incomplete.
Completing this incompleteness
is the biggest responsibility of
our generation—because the
identity of the future India will be
determined by our decisions
today.

India Pushes Back as Trump Abruptly Scraps

Trade Deal Over Russian Oil Purchases

What once looked like a breakthrough
in U.S.-India trade relations has turned into
a standoff, after U.S. President Donald
Trump unexpectedly scrapped a near-final
trade deal and instead announced steep
tariffs on Indian goods. The move came
despite months of negotiations following
Prime Minister Narendra Modi’'s early visit
to the White House, which had convinced
Indian officials a deal was imminent.

Talks collapsed when Trump imposed a
25 percent tariff on Indian goods—followed
by an additional 25 percent tied to India’s
continued imports of Russian crude—set
to take effect later this month.

If implemented, the duties would
raise tariffs on some items to 50 percent,

a level that could halt much of the $87
billion annual trade between the two
countries.

India has stressed that its purchases
of Russian oil, worth $52.7 billion last year,
are a matter of national energy security and
not political alignment.

Officials in New Delhi have pointed
out the U.S. has not targeted other major
importers of Russian energy, including the
European Union and Turkey.

Randhir Jaiswal, spokesperson for
India’s Ministry of External Affairs, called
the move “extremely unfortunate” and said
it unfairly singles out India for actions many
nations are taking in their own interest.

Sources say New Delhi was willing to

make significant tariff reductions but would
not dismantle all trade protections,
particularly in sensitive sectors. Indian
negotiators believed a direct Modi-Trump
conversation could bridge remaining gaps,
but the meeting never happened. Modi,
facing domestic political pressure, avoided
a call that could risk a public confrontation.
Despite the escalation, both sides have
kept communication channels open, and
trade talks continue ahead of the August
27 deadline. Indian officials remain hopeful
an agreement can be reached that
removes the tariff threat, maintains fair
terms, and preserves the vital strategic
relationship between the world’s largest
democracy and the United States.

Speaking at the Kennedy Center
in Washington on Wednesday,
Trump declined to specify
whether those consequences
would involve sanctions, tariffs, or
other measures, but said he
intends to press Putin for an
immediate ceasefire during their
upcoming meeting in Alaska on
Friday. The comments followed a
virtual conference with Ukrainian
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy
and several European leaders.

Trump also
indicated a second meeting with
Putin would only happen if the
first yields satisfactory results,
saying, “If | didn’t get the answers
that we have to have, then we're
not going to have a second
meeting.”
