Mayor-elect Zohran Mamdani vows to confront Trump's "authoritarian
administration” and New York's affordability crisis, promising to defend the city while
launching an all-women transition team to deliver on his bold agenda.

Fresh off his historic win in New
York City’s mayoral race,
Zohran Mamdani vowed on
Wednesday to stand up for New
York against Trump. He said
his victory was a mandate to
tackle what he called the city’s
twin crises -- an authoritarian
administration in Washington
and a deepening affordability
crunch at home.

“New Yorkers are facing twin cri-
ses in this moment — an au-
thoritarian administration and

an affordability crisis,” Mamdani |

said at his first post-election
news conference. “And it will be
my job to deliver on both.” The
34-year-old Democrat, who will
become New York’s first Mus-
lim and South Asian mayor, said
he intends to challenge Presi-
dent Donald Trump’s threats to
strip federal funding from the
city while tackling rising hous-
ing and living costs.“l will stand
up for this city and ensure we
don’t blame Washington for ev-
erything that’s broken here,” he
said, adding that many of New
York’s problems “predate the
Trump administration.”Still,
Mamdani left the door open to
dialogue. “If there’s ever any-
thing that could benefit the
people of this city, I'm ready
and willing to speak to anyone
— even President Trump,” he
said, noting that the White
House had yet to reach out to
congratulate him.

At the same event, Mamdani
announced an all-women tran-
sition team — a group he said
had “a track record of being able
to handle multiple crises at the
same time.” The team includes
political strategist Elana
Leopold, United Way of New
York City President Grace
Bonilla, former Deputy Mayor
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He said his administration
would be compassionate and
capable, capable of delivering
the same policies we ran on for
the last year.

Trump, who had repeatedly
warned against a Mamdani vic-
| tory, reacted online after the re-
sults came in. “...AND SO IT
BEGINS!” he posted on Truth
Social. Mamdani brushed off the
comment, saying, “I won’t
mince my words when it comes
to Donald Trump. But this isn’t
about two individuals. It's about
the people of New York.” More
than 2 million New Yorkers cast
ballots in the contest, the larg-
est turnout in a mayoral race in
more than 50 years, according
to the city’s Board of Elections.

Trump not on ballot: US President on
Republicans' poor show in local elections

Reacting to Republican losses in multiple US
mayoral and gubernatorial races, including
Democrat Zohran Mamdani’s victory in New York
City, President Donald Trump, citing pollsters,
claimed that the two main reasons for the de-
feats were his absence from the ballot and the
ongoing government shutdown.

In a post on Truth Social, the President wrote,
"Trump wasn't on the ballot, and shutdown, were
the two reasons that Republicans lost elections
tonight," according to pollsters."Trump's post
came shortly after Democrats swept a trio of
races on Tuesday in the first major elections
since he assumed office in January, giving the
party a shot of momentum as it looks ahead to
the congressional midterm elections next year.In
New York City, Mamdani, the 34-year-old Demo-
cratic capped a meteoric and unlikely rise from
an anonymous state lawmaker to one of the
country's most visible Democratic figures. He

will be the first Muslim mayor of the country's
biggest city.In Virginia and New Jersey, Demo-
crats Abigail Spanberger and Mikie Sherrill won
the elections for governor with commanding
leads, respectively.

The President has been very critical of Mamdani,
and had endorsed Andrew Cuomo, the former
New York City Governor who ran as an Inde-
pendent, in the polls. Trump, who was born in
Queens and often refers to New York as his first
home, claimed the city would become a com-
plete and total economic and social disaster if
Mamdani wins.On the eve of the high-profile elec-
tion, Trump urged New York City voters to sup-
port Cuomo, remarking that they did not “really
have a choice.”

"Whether you personally like Andrew Cuomo or
not, you really have no choice. You must vote
for him, and hope he does a fantastic job. He is
capable of it, Mamdani is not," he added.This

post marked Trump's most direct intervention yet
in a local race that has drawn national attention
amid deep ideological divides over housing, po-
licing, and federal aid.

The President earlier had also threatened to with-
hold federal funds and send only "the very mini-
mum" to New York City if Mamdani won the elec-
tion.

Mamdani, however, was not the only Democrat
to draw Trump’s ire. The other two Democratic
winners — Spanberger and Sherrill — have also
faced their share of criticism from the President.
In Virginia, the Trump administration threatened
to fire federal workers, a move with an outsized
impact on the state adjacent to Washington,
D.C., and home to many government employ-
ees.

In New Jersey, he froze billions in funding for a
new Hudson River train tunnel, a critical project
for the state’s large commuter population.
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UNDERSTANDING SHOULDER IMPINGEMENT SYNDROME

The Shoulder impingement syn-
drome (SIS) is one of the most com-
mon causes of shoulder pain, par-
ticularly among athletes, manual la-
borers and individuals engaged in
repetitive overhead activities. This
impingement is characterized by the
compression of rotator cuff tendons
between the humeral head and the
acromion, this condition can signifi-
cantly limit upper limb function.
The human shoulder is a complex
joint designed for mobility rather than
stability. Its wide range of motion is
made possible by the coordination
of bones, tendons and muscles, par-
ticularly the rotator cuff group. How-
ever, this very complexity renders the
joint vulnerable to overuse injuries
and mechanical conflicts, the most
prevalent being shoulder impinge-
ment syndrome. This impingement
was firstly described by Charles Neer
in 1972 and this syndrome repre-
sents a mechanical entrapment of
soft tissues in the subacromial
space, leading to pain, inflammation
and functional limitation.

CAUSES

Shoulder impingement arises prima-
rily from the narrowing of the subac-
romial space, typically between the
acromion process and the head of
the humerus. The key contributing
factors can be categorized as struc-
tural and functional:
STRUCTURAL FACTORS:
Acromial morphology:

A hooked or curved acromion can
increase the likelihood of impinge-
ment.

Bone spurs (osteophytes):
Age-related changes and degenera-
tive arthritis may cause bony projec-
tions that reduce the space for ten-
dons.

Thickened coracoacromial ligament:
Chronic inflammation or microtrauma
can lead to fibrotic thickening, fur-
ther compressing the rotator cuff.
FUNCTIONAL FACTORS:

Muscle imbalance:

Weakness in rotator cuff or scapu-
lar stabilizing muscles leads to al-
tered shoulder biomechanics.
Overuse and repetitive motion:
Common in swimmers, painters, and
tennis players, repetitive overhead
activity causes microtrauma and ten-
don inflammation.

Poor posture:

Forward head and rounded shoulder
posture can decrease subacromial
space, contributing to chronic im-
pingement.

IMPACT ON DAILY LIFE AND PER-

FORMANCE

Shoulder impingement can severely
limit an individual’s ability to perform
everyday tasks such as reaching,
lifting, dressing, or combing hair. Pain
is typically felt during overhead
movements or while lying on the af-
fected side. In athletes, it can hinder
throwing, swimming, or weightlifting
performance. Chronic untreated im-
pingement may lead to rotator cuff
tendinopathy, bursitis, or even par-
tial tears, significantly impairing qual-
ity of life and occupational produc-
tivity.

MEDICAL MANAGEMENT
Treatment of shoulder impingement
follows a stepwise approach, begin-
ning with conservative therapies and
progressing to surgical intervention
when necessary.
PHARMACOLOGICAL TREAT-
MENT:

Nonsteroidal Anti-Inflammatory
Drugs (NSAIDs):

Non steroidal anti inflammatory drugs
are highly effective such as ibuprofen
or naproxen, to reduce pain and in-
flammation.

Corticosteroid Injections:

Local subacromial injections may
provide temporary relief in acute
cases but should be used cautiously
due to tendon-weakening potential.
SURGICAL OPTIONS:

Arthroscopic Subacromial Decom-
pression (ASD):

This surgery involves shaving of the
acromion or removal of bony spurs
to enlarge the subacromial space.
Rotator Cuff Repair:

It is recommended in advanced
cases with partial or full-thickness
tears.

However, surgery is generally re-
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served for cases that fail to respond
to six months or more of conserva-
tive therapy.

ROLE OF PHYSIOTHERAPY
Physiotherapy forms the cornerstone
of non-surgical treatment. Scientific
evidences suggests that a well-struc-
tured rehabilitation program can re-
store shoulder function, reduce pain
and prevent recurrence.

KEY PHYSIOTHERAPEUTIC
STRATEGIES INCLUDE:

Postural correction and scapular sta-
bilization exercises to restore proper
biomechanics.

Rotator cuff strengthening exercises

such as internal and external rota-
tions using resistance bands.
Range of motion exercises to pre-
vent stiffness and maintain flexibil-
ity. Manual therapy and myofascial
release to reduce muscular tight-
ness and improve circulation. Ultra-
sound or cryotherapy as adjunct
modalities for pain control. A consis-
tent physiotherapy program under
professional supervision can often
eliminate the need for surgery in early
and moderate stages.

Nutrition plays an adjunctive role in
reducing inflammation, promoting
tendon healing and supporting joint
health. Abalanced anti-inflammatory
diet can complement medical and
physiotherapeutic interventions.

Omega 3 fatty acids are found in flax-
seeds, walnuts and fish oil and these
help to modulate inflammatory re-
sponses.

2. Vitamin C and Collagen Precur-
sors: Citrus fruits, bell peppers and
bone broth support collagen synthe-
sis for tendon repair.

3. Vitamin D and Calcium:

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Looting the Donkey Route: Trafficking in the Dreams of Youth

Lured by the promise of a bright fu-
ture abroad, Indian youth are falling
prey toillegal means. This network
of agents is not only breaking the
law but also stealing the hopes of
families and the future of the coun-
try.

The "Donkey Route" is an illegal
migration route through which young
Indians attempt to reach the United
States or Europe without visas or
valid documents. This route runs
from India through Pakistan, Iran,
Turkey, Greece, Italy, France, and
then Mexico to the United States.
Along the way, smugglers, agents,
and criminal gangs extort money
from travelers. Sometimes, people
drown at sea or are caught cross-
ing the border. Every year, hundreds
of Indians die or disappear on this
dangerous journey—leaving their
families deeply in debt and grief.

In many parts of India, especially in
states like Haryana, Punjab,
Gujarat, and Uttar Pradesh, a new
and dangerous trend is rapidly
spreading—the dream of traveling
abroad via the "donkey route." The
word "donkey" is derived from the
English word donkey, meaning "to
travel without permission or by ille-
gal means." It sounds like a movie
story, but the reality is far more hor-
rifying. This route has not only
eroded the future of young people
but has also posed a serious hu-
manitarian and economic crisis for
society and the administration.

In rural and semi-urban India, "go-
ing abroad" is no longer just an as-
piration, but a symbol of success.
Many young people risk everything
in search of jobs, respect, and a
better life. Agents show them rosy
dreams—"I'll be standing on Ameri-
can soil in just a few days," "I'll earn
a salary in dollars,"” "Life there is
like heaven."

But the truth is, these dreams of-
ten cost lives. Most young people
embarking on the Donkey Route are
not told that the journey can last for
months, traversing deserts, seas,
and dangerous jungles. Along the
way, they face hunger, thirst, cold,
and violence. Many people go miss-
ing on this journey, never to be heard
from again.

The entire donkey route business

operates through an organized net-
work of fake travel agents, passport
brokers, local leaders, and foreign
gangs. According to one estimate,
more than 5,000 young people in
India attempt to travel abroad ille-
gally each year, and agents charge
them between 15 and 25 lakh ru-
pees.

According to an Amar Ujala report,
3,053 fraudulent travel agents were
arrested from 2019 to 2025. How-
ever, the actual number is likely
much higher, as most victims don't
report due to fear or shame. Agents
often target families struggling with
unemployment and poverty, hoping
their son will "settle abroad." But the
result is debt, ruin, and shattered
dreams.

Starting in India, the route travels
through Pakistan, Iran, Turkey,
Greece, ltaly, France, and finally
Mexico to the United States. Dur-
ing this journey, people are often
crammed into boats at sea, cross-
ing deserts, or stranded in frozen
forests. Several human rights orga-
nizations have reported that hun-
dreds of Indians die or go missing
on this journey every year.

In February 2023, two young men
from Gujarat died near Turkey while
trying to cross the border into Eu-
rope. Such incidents have become
commonplace. This is not only a
crime but also a blot on humanity.
The US and European countries
have now intensified surveillance on
illegal immigration. After 2022, the
US has signed a data-sharing agree-
ment with India to quickly identify
people arriving through the Donkey
Route. If caught, they are deported,
often facing months in prison.

On the other hand, the European
Union has also implemented stricter
visa and entry regulations. This has
resulted in agents resorting to more
dangerous routes—such as sea
routes or crossing jungles—which
further increase the risk to life.
The donkey route is not only a crime
but also a significant burden on the
rural economy. A significant portion
of the youth abandon farming and
local employment, even selling their
land in pursuit of foreign employ-
ment. A mindset has developed in
villages that "those who haven'tgone

abroad haven't succeeded."

The result of this trend is a shrink-
ing rural labor force, families sink-
ing into debt, and young people los-
ing faith in legal employment sys-
tems. This situation weakens India's
demographic strength in the long
run.

The Indian government has man-
dated registration and verification for
travel agents. The Ministry of Ex-
ternal Affairs has also launched an
e-Migrate portal, which provides a
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list of legitimate agents. Despite
this, due to lack of awareness and
corrupt systems, fraudulent agents
remain active.

Laws exist—the Immigration Act of
1983 and the Passport Act of 1967—
but they aren't effectively enforced.
Agents in small towns openly ad-
vertise "immigration abroad," and
police only notice them when a
major incident occurs.

The media has periodically tried to
raise awareness about this issue.

Newspapers like Amar Ujala have
exposed how the "donkey-route"
business has spread to hundreds
of villages in Haryana, Punjab, and
western Uttar Pradesh.

But along with this, the society will
also have to introspect —

Why do young people feel that they
cannot succeed while living in the
country?

Why has going abroad become a
symbol of prestige?

Why is that environment not being
created in the villages which can
provide opportunities to the youth
here?

Campaigns should be launched at
the village, college, and panchayat
levels to highlight the dangers of il-
legal migration. The Ministry of Ex-
ternal Affairs, the Labor Department,
and the media should work together
to ensure that no young person trav-
els abroad without legal procedures.
Skill development, self-employment,
and local industries should be en-
couraged for rural youth to reduce
the attractiveness of going abroad.
Simply arresting fraudulent agents
is not enough; their financial net-
works must be disrupted. Provisions
such as asset confiscation and
lengthy sentences should be
strictly enforced.Society must un-

derstand that success doesn't come
simply by setting foot on foreign
soil. Opportunities exist within the
country—it just takes a shift in per-
spective. India should work with
countries where these networks
operate to stop cross-border human
trafficking. India has the world's larg-
est youth population. This demo-
graphic asset can be a boon if
channeled properly. If these youth
are pushed into illegal activities, it
will be a huge loss to the nation.
Avoiding the "donkey route" requires
not just law, but thought and dis-
cretion. We must understand that
no dream can be so big as to sur-
pass human dignity, security, and
self-respect. The Donkey Route isn't
just a crime story; it's a saga of the
frustration, unemployment, and con-
fusion of India's youth. Until soci-
ety and the government work to-
gether to provide legal, safe, and
respectable opportunities for young
people, the business of such agents
will continue to flourish.

It is time for bold action, true aware-
ness, and a shift in mindset that
believes “going abroad is success.”
Because the real developed India
will be one where the youth can
realise their dreams in their own
country.

Democrat Ghazala Hashmi is Virginia's 1st
Indian-American, Muslim Lieutenant Governor

Democrat Ghazala Hashmi made history Tuesday,
winning Virginia’s race for lieutenant governor and
becoming the first Indian American and first Muslim
to hold statewide office in the Commonwealth. She
defeated Republican John Reid, a Richmond broad-
caster. Hashmi, currently a state senator represent-
ing a district south of Richmond, emerged as a promi-
nent figure in Virginia politics after first winning elec-
tion in 2019 by flipping a Republican-held seat. Her
victory Tuesday cements her as one of the most vis-
ible Democrats in a state where political tides have
swung sharply in recent years.In her victory speech,
Hashmi thanked voters for “believing in a Virginia that
embraces its diversity and its shared future.” She
added, “As a daughter of immigrants and as a lifelong
educator, | know that our strength lies in learning from
one another -- and in ensuring opportunity for every
Virginian.” She has pledged to push for progressive
reforms, including a repeal of Virginia’s Right to Work
law, which she argues undermines workers’ rights.
Hashmi has also hinted at a tense relationship with
President Donald Trump, now in his second term,
calling his administration “worse than the first time

around” and accusing him of surrounding himself with
“villainous creatures.” “Tonight, Virginia proved once
again that our diversity is our greatest strength,”
Hashmi said. “We are not turning back — we are
moving forward, together.”

Hashmi’s win is historic on multiple fronts. In
addition to breaking barriers as the first Indian Ameri-
can, Muslim, and South Asian elected to statewide
office in Virginia, she will now preside over the state
Senate, wielding the gavel in a chamber narrowly con-
trolled by Democrats. Born in Hyderabad, India, and
raised in Georgia, Hashmi built her career as an edu-
cator before entering politics. She holds a doctorate
in American literature from Emory University and pre-
viously taught at the University of Richmond and J
Sargeant Reynolds Community College, where she
served as the first director of its Center for Excel-
lence in Teaching and Learning. Her campaign
emphasised public education, Medicaid expan-
sion, and protecting abortion rights, while also
highlighting environmental protection, climate
action, and affordable housing — all issues that
align closely with the Democratic platform.

The upcoming 2025 Bihar Assembly elec-
tion is expected to be fiercely competitive,
with significant implications for all parties
involved. While opinion polls favour the rul-
ing NDA (National Democratic Alliance),
they obscure strong anti-incumbency sen-
timents against Chief Minister Nitish
Kumar. BJP leaders are already claiming
victory. Prime Minister Narendra Modi de-
clared on X that the BJP-NDA will register
a comprehensive win in Bihar.

Political analysts predict that the polls in-
volve the parties and their leaders. They
also depend on leadership, caste dynam-
ics, and voter perceptions. The INDIA bloc,
led by the Rashtriya Janata Dal (RJD) and
allied with Congress and smaller parties,
seeks to end two decades of NDA rule.
With strong leadership and organisation,
the mood of the electorate suggests a vola-
tile race ahead.

Dissatisfaction among local MLAs, com-
bined with a lack of development and job
creation in rural areas, weakens the ruling
alliance’s support. Although the NDA is
backed by upper castes and older voters,
its inability to engage youth and OBC (Other
Backward Classes) groups presents chal-
lenges for the party.

The results of the elections are greatly in-
fluenced by the campaign leaders of the
National Democratic Alliance (NDA). Kumar
maintains strong support from voters, es-

pecially women, who appreciate his initia-
tives such as free electricity, clean water,
and a plan to create one crore (10 million)
jobs. Additionally, he has allocated Rs
10,000 each for a women’s welfare
programme that aids 25 lakh women.

The C-Voter survey showed a fluctuating
popularity of Chief Minister Nitish Kumar;
respondents selected him as their preferred
Chief Minister. A surprising contender was
Prashant Kishor, leader of the Jana Suraj
Party, who emerged as a favoured candi-
date with 16 per cent of the vote.

The NDA has a solid network across Bihar,
comprising workers from both the BJP
(Bharatiya Janata Party) and JD(U) (Janata
Dal United), as well as backing from RSS
(Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh) groups.
Recent development projects supported by
the Prime Minister have helped strengthen
the NDA’s campaign.

The BJP backed the JD(U) with top BJP
leaders campaigning for the NDA, and fi-
nancing is not an issue. However, the NDA
struggles at the local level, where it lacks
the same level of credibility and grassroots
support as its opponents. The RJD’s chief
ministerial candidate, Tejashwi Yadav,
faces a significant challenge despite hav-
ing a loyal Muslim-Yadav voter base that
accounts for nearly 30 per cent of the elec-
torate. The latest C-Voter survey indicates
that he remains the top choice for the Chief

The project envisions Vizag as a global Al powerhouse,
featuring state-of-the-art data centers, renewable energy
infrastructure, and a network of underwater internet
cables connecting the city to the rest of the world. Once
complete, this will be Google’s largest Al hub outside the
United States, hosting major services like Google Search,
YouTube, and Workspace, while also supporting advanced
Al research and development.

A Vision Rooted in History and Strategy
Visakhapatnam’s selection is not coincidental. Historically,
it has been one of India’s oldest port cities, with maritime
links to ancient civilizations across West Asia and Rome.
Its strategic coastal location gives it a natural edge for
undersea cable connectivity — a key component for modern
data transfer and cloud infrastructure.

The city’s industrial strength adds further weight to its
potential. Vizag already boasts a major steel plant
producing over 31 lakh tons of steel monthly, and is home
to India’s fourth-busiest port, handling over 82 million tons
of cargo annually.

Despite the excitement, critics warn
that the project may not be all rosy.
Opposition groups argue that Al cities
primarily benefit tech giants, while

heavy energy and water consumption, as well as their
potential impact on climate goals. Governments fear that
unchecked data infrastructure could overwhelm local grids,
worsen droughts, and conflict with carbon neutrality targets.
Why Some Nations Hesitate

The hesitation stems from balancing technological
advancement with environmental responsibility. Building
an Al city requires enormous power generation, high-speed
connectivity, and continuous cooling — all of which have
ecological consequences. Many developed nations are now
setting stricter regulations before approving such large-scale
Al infrastructures, focusing on green technology, water
recycling, and energy-efficient designs.

India, however, sees this challenge as an opportunity. By
integrating renewable energy solutions like solar and
offshore wind power, and investing in green data
architecture, Vizag could pioneer sustainable Al
urbanization — showing the world that progress and
preservation can coexist.

A New Dawn for India and the World

If successful, Visakhapatnam’s Al city will not only redefine
India’s digital landscape but also serve as a global model
for sustainable smart cities. It embodies the nation’s
ambition to merge tradition and technology — from its ancient
maritime roots to a futuristic, Al-driven destiny.

As the world watches, Vizag stands poised at the crossroads
of history — where the ocean meets innovation, and where
India may well lead the next great technological revolution.
