Human memory is one of the most fascinating
abilities of the brain. Often people believe that
when they cannot recall something, the
information is completely lost. However,
modern research in Neuroscience and
Cognitive Psychology suggests something
surprising: even when we think we have
forgotten something, the brain may still store
that information. This phenomenon is
sometimes referred to as “silent recall” or
hidden memory.

The Hidden Power of Memory

A particular
smell, place, or piece of music can suddenly
bring back memories that seemed forgotten
for years. This suggests that the brain had
preserved the information all along.

In the silence of the modern home, family time has
slowly been replaced by screen time. Families return
to the same room, but not always to each other. Instead
of conversation, the space is filled with the blue light of
scrolling parents and gaming children. A parent checks
emails or social media while a child watches videos or
plays games on a tablet. Physically, they are together,
yet emotionally they may be miles apart.

The technological age has transformed nearly every
aspect of modern life, including family relationships.
Technology has undoubtedly made communication
faster, information more accessible and learning more
dynamic. At the same time, it has quietly entered the
heart of the home, introducing subtle challenges to the
bond between parents and children. The real question
today is not whether technology is good or bad, but
how it shapes the quality of relationships within families.
Traditionally, parent-child relationships were built
through shared experiences-family meals, storytelling,
evening walks or simple conversations about the day.
These moments helped children feel heard, valued and
emotionally secure. Today, many children are growing

up in a world where digital interaction often replaces
real-world human connection. A child may spend hours
communicating with friends online but hesitate to open
up to parents sitting just a few feet away.

One of the most important differences in the digital age
is the gap between being available and being present.
Parents today can easily track, text and call their
children through various applications, ensuring their
safety. Yet connection requires something deeper-
undivided attention, empathy and genuine listening.
Children do not simply need supervision; they need
emotional connection. Even a few minutes of distraction-
free conversation can mean more to a child than hours
spent together while both remain absorbed in separate
screens.

Another challenge is the widening generational gap in
technology use. Children today are digital natives who
navigate online platforms with remarkable ease, while
many parents struggle to keep pace with rapid
technological change. This gap can create
misunderstandings. Parents worry about online safety,
while children may feel their digital world is

misunderstood. Instead of treating technology as a
barrier, families can transform it into a bridge. Showing
interest in a child’s digital interests-whether games,
videos or online communities-can create opportunities
for communication and trust.

At the same time, healthy boundaries remain essential.
Simple practices such as device-free dinners,
technology-free time before bedtime and shared family
activities without screens can restore balance. Equally
important is the example parents set themselves.
Children imitate behaviour more than advice. When
parents put their phones aside and focus on family
interaction, they send a powerful message about
priorities. The strength of parent-child relationships has
never depended on the era in which families live. The
core needs of children remain unchanged: love,
attention, understanding and guidance. In a world filled
with constant digital distractions, the most meaningful
gift a parent can offer a child is genuine presence. In
the end, the true measure of parenting is not how
connected we are to our devices, but how deeply we
remain connected to our children.

Gondia - Globally, the 21st century is taking
human civilization to unprecedented heights
in technology, science, health, the
environment, and education. However,
parallel to this progress, the world is grappling
with two invisible and growing challenges that
are having a far more widespread, profound,
and long-term impact on the youth who are
building the future: intellectual pollution and
drug addiction, against which society has
become collectively responsible. Global
systems, law, science, and technology are
constantly improving towards addressing
environmental pollution. Policies, research,
institutions, and resources exist to control
air, water, plastic, waste, industrial
emissions, and carbon footprints, but social
responsibility against intellectual pollution
and drug addiction is not being implemented
with the same speed and precision. |,
Advocate Kishan Sanmukhdas Bhawnani,
Gondia, Maharashtra, believe that when it
comes to pollution of human consciousness,
thoughts, values, and mentality, the solution
is no longer traditional, but rather relies on
moral, intellectual, educational, and cultural
interventions. This is why intellectual
pollution has become the most dangerous
"invisible smog" that weakens any civilization
from within, incomparable to any physical
pollution. Similarly, drug addiction today is
not just a health crisis, but has become a
multifaceted crisis involving the economy,
security, population, family, education,
crime, human resources, and national
development. To think that preventing drug
addiction is solely the responsibility of the
police, law, or penal system is a mistaken
and limited perspective. According to the
World Health Organization, 70 percent of the
rising cases of drug addiction are rooted in
social behavior, environment, family, cultural
influences, and mental stress, while the law
intervenes only in the final stages. Therefore,
the fight against drug addiction is truly a joint
war between society, the family, the
education system, health institutions, the
media, religious and cultural communities,
and the government system.

Friends, if we consider intellectual pollution
as an invisible threat and a global crisis,
intellectual pollution can be defined simply

as a situation when a person's thinking,
understanding, discretion, decision-making,
and moral consciousness are affected by
false, confused, biased, extreme, violent,
false, or distorted thoughts. This pollution is
invisible like factory smoke or vehicle
exhaust, but its harm can be greater than
any air pollution, as it traps a person in a
web of thoughts, perceptions, and
information, destroying their logical ability
and social consciousness.Fake news, hate
propaganda extreme nationalism, extremism,
racial divisions, conspiracies, religious
fanaticism, digital manipulation,
misinformation, propaganda, hate speech,
and confusion spread through social media
algorithms have become major sources of
intellectual pollution in countries around the
world.

solutions to physical pollution are obvious:
filters, recycling bans, technology, law, and
clean energy. However, the solution to
intellectual pollution lies not in science, but
in consciousness, education, ethics,
dialogue, media responsibility, and reform of
social structures. This pollution flourishes
when society adopts blind imitation over
logic, when education becomes based on
numbers rather than knowledge, when the
media sells sensationalism rather than
information, and when technology promotes
illusions over truth. Therefore, the solution
must be multi-layered, encompassing
education based on critical thinking, digital
literacy, a scientific perspective, fact-based
dialogue, media transparency, social
dialogue, youth leadership, and a culture of

multicultural respect.

If
the mind is polluted, progress becomes
destruction, and if thoughts are pure,
humanity can find solutions to every crisis.
Friends, if we understand that the fight
against drug addiction is not just the
responsibility of the police, but a social war.
Addiction is not a problem of any one
country, society, religion, class, or age, but
a global epidemic. Drugs, alcohol, tobacco,

synthetic narcotics, prescription drug abuse,
gaming, and digital addiction are all
widespread forms of modern addiction.
According to the United Nations, more than
30 million people worldwide are directly
affected by drug addiction each year, and
millions more die through related diseases
and crimes. Addiction is not just a health
problem, but also gives rise to widespread
crises such as crime, cross-border
smuggling, terrorism, human trafficking,
domestic violence, road accidents, suicide,
school dropouts, unemployment, and
economic loss. Assuming that police, law,
and the penal system alone can solve this
problem is a grave mistake. The police can
only prevent crime, not the habit; the law can
only punish, not the mentality; and
punishment can only instill fear, not a
solution. The roots of addiction lie in mental
stress, social pressure, family breakdown,
unemployment, loneliness, violence, despair,
inequality, and bad company. Therefore,
addiction is a psychological, social, and
cultural crisis, the solution to which lies not
just in punishment but in rehabilitation,
dialogue, education, community support, and
social responsibility. Families must learn
early identification, schools must provide
preventive education, the media must
assume moral responsibility, health
institutions must prioritize treatment and
counseling, and society must strive to rebuild
the addict by treating them as patients, not
criminals. This struggle can only be won
when society recognizes addiction as a
problem, not a shame; a disease, not a
crime; and prioritizes treatment, not
punishment.

So, if we study and analyze the
entire above narrative, we will find that
intellectual pollution and addiction are both
invisible crises, but their effects are visible,
profound, and devastating. The former
distorts human thinking, the latter destroys
bodies and lives. One degrades civilization
from within, and the latter saps society's
energy and youthfulness. And most
importantly, the fight against these two
cannot be won by law or government alone.
This is humanity's struggle, society's
responsibility, the mission of education, and
the conscious role of every citizen. If
thoughts are pure and society is
responsible, humanity can overcome both
crises. But if we remain silent, indifferent,
or continue to shirk responsibility, the future
of civilization will not be secure, despite
progress.

The Union Public Service
Commission (UPSC) results were
recently announced. Like every
year, the stories of successful
candidates are making headlines.
The interviews of the toppers, their
strategies, their hard work, and
their struggles are being
discussed across the country.
This is natural. The achievements
of the young people who succeed
in this exam after years of
rigorous preparation are certainly
worthy of praise.

But amidst all this celebration,
there's another aspect that's less
frequently discussed. It's the
mindset that's forming in our
society around the UPSC, which
has transformed this exam into not
just an opportunity but the
ultimate measure of success.
Gradually, the belief that the
ultimate goal of education is the
UPSC has become deeply
ingrained in our social
environment. In homes, among
relatives, and even in school and
college settings, the message
often echoes: true success lies in
passing this exam. If a young man
or woman in a household is
selected for the Indian
Administrative Service (IAS) or
Indian Police Service (IPS), it
becomes a matter of pride for the
entire family and neighborhood.
This pride is natural, but it also
carries an unspoken message:
those who fail to clear this exam
are perhaps not as successful.
This mindset often creates
unnecessary pressure on the
minds of millions of young people.
At the age of 18 or 19, when a
student is contemplating their
future, the UPSC is often
presented as the ultimate goal.
Interestingly, very few of these
young people actually pursue this
path, understanding the
complexities of governance,
policymaking, or public service.
Often, this decision is driven more
by the desire for social prestige
than by motivation.

This trend has intensified in the
age of social media. Short video
clips, images of officers in uniform,
and popular portrayals like
"Collector Sahib" or "Supercop”

create an attractive image in the
minds of young people. But the
reality behind these images—

long working hours,
administrative complexities,
constant responsibility during
natural disasters, political
pressure, and the difficulties of
decision-making—is rarely
mentioned.

Another important issue related
to this exam is that of language.
Over the past few years, the
representation of Hindi-medium
candidates in UPSC results has
been steadily declining. This is
not just a language issue, but also
an issue of equality of opportunity.
Many students from smaller cities
and towns across the country
prepare for this exam with limited
resources. They face challenges
with the English language, a lack
of study materials, and expensive
coaching facilities.

Ironically, the officials who must
work with the country's diverse
population often think and speak
in their local languages. Hindi,
Bhojpuri, Maithili, Awadhi, or
other Indian languages ??are not

just a medium of communication
but also an expression of social
experiences. If the experience of
linguistic inequality increases in
the selection process, it should be
a matter of concern.

At the same time, we must
recognize that a nation isn't built
solely by administrative services.
Today, the contributions of

Thousands of young
people working in information
technology are strengthening the
country's digital infrastructure.
New ideas in the startup world are
finding solutions to the problems
of farmers, small businesses, and
ordinary citizens.

Yet these professions rarely enjoy
the social prestige that civil service
commands. This imbalance also
impacts young people's career

during which their
age, financial resources, and
sometimes even personal
relationships are compromised. In
the event of failure, they are left
feeling as if their struggle was in
vain.

In fact, this attitude is the biggest
problem. Success or failure in an
exam cannot determine a person's
full potential or worth. The UPSC
is certainly an important exam,
but it is not the door to life's

possibilities. As a society, we
must understand that there are
many paths to success. If we
encourage young people to
pursue only one path as supreme,
we will inadvertently limit their
potential. The need today is that
while we respect exams like the
UPSC, we shouldn't let them
become the sole goal of life. Young
people must be assured that their
hard work, their talent, and their
contributions are not diminished
by any single result. Every
profession has its own dignity, and
every responsibility has its own
importance in society. If we can
develop this balanced approach,
it will not only reduce
unnecessary pressure on young
people but also provide the
country with talented and
dedicated citizens in diverse
fields. Ultimately, it's important to
remember that the result of any
exam determines only an
opportunity, not a person's worth.
Life's possibilities are much
broader than that—and it is these
possibilities that are the true
strength of a society.
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The dangerous gamble in Iran

The world is hurtling toward a
geopolitical abyss, and Iran has
become the latest arena of a
reckless and deeply misguided
experiment in decapitation and
coercion. War was not a surprise;
it was foreseen. The assassination
of Supreme Leader Ayatollah Al
Khamenei by the combined
machinations of U.S. and Israeli
forces is being hailed in some
quarters as a surgical strike
against tyranny. In reality, it is the
latest episode in a playbook as old

as the Iran-lraqg War itself, yet |

dressed in 21st-century
technologies and executive hubris.

Trump’s decapitation project is i

neither novel nor subtle; it
continues a century of covert
interventions, from the CIA’s
orchestration of the 1953 coup
against Mossadegh to the
entanglements of Iran-Contra, from
arming militias to pitting Kurds
against fellow Iranians, and now to
globalised narratives of chaos
framed as “strategic advantage”.
To understand the current
conflagration, one must remember
that Iran has endured far worse.
During the eight years of the so-
called Holy Defence against Iraq,
millions poured into the streets,
armed with resolve rather than
sophistication, singing patriotic
anthems and marching for survival
against a far better-equipped
adversary. Today, those streets are
alive again, but with a new overlay
of fear, uncertainty, and
international interference. Whether
one accepts it or not, the global
order is no longer an order; it is
disorder veiled as governance.
The assault on Iran, as detailed by
multiple analyses, has followed a
predictable arc of overreach and
miscalculation. Trump and
Netanyahu, emboldened by
decades of proxy wars and
intelligence manipulations,
assumed that eliminating Iran’s
leadership would create political
pliability. They underestimated the
robustness of the Islamic
Republic’s institutional
architecture: a system of
overlapping authorities, including

the Supreme Leader’s office, the
Revolutionary Guards, and parallel
clerical networks, all designed
precisely to withstand decapitation
and disorientation. The very
mechanisms the U.S. claims to
exploit-the ethnic diversity, border
minorities, and internal fissures-
are now being leveraged by Tehran
to consolidate loyalty rather than
fracture the state.

The shadow of the Iran-lraq War
looms over this conflict. That war,
long remembered as a futile slog
of attrition, demonstrated that
foreign interference-whether
through Saddam Hussein’s
aggression, U.S. intelligence, or
covert arming-can stiffen, rather
than weaken, national resolve.
Today, the ghosts of that war are
alive in the streets, in the militias,
and in the minds of military
planners who know that Iranians
fight best when existentially
threatened. Arming Kurdish groups
and other militias, a strategy
pursued clandestinely by the CIA
and other agencies since the
1980s, may once again set co-
ethnics and compatriots against
one another, yet it is unlikely to
deliver the control envisioned by
external manipulators. Uncle Sam
may cheer from a distance, but the
reality on the ground is far more
unpredictable. Iran has also been
accused by external actors of

arming and facilitating groups such
as Hamas in Palestine, Hezbollah
in Lebanon, and the Houthis in
Yemen, suggesting that the stage
of proxy conflict extends far
beyond its borders.

The assassination of 87-year-old
Khamenei reflects overconfidence
in technological and military
superiority, yet the attack has
paradoxically elevated him as a
beleaguered leader remembered for
defending his nation rather than
being overthrown by protests. By
targeting him, the U.S. has
ironically recreated echoes of
1979. Israel and the United States
have reportedly dropped more than
5,000 bombs in the opening stages
of the conflict, striking military and
civilian infrastructure and causing
casualties ranging from the verified
to the conjectural.

Iran has long been a stage for
infiltration and information warfare,
from informants within governing
bodies to the manipulation of CCTV
networks and communication
infrastructure. The decapitation
strategy ignores a core lesson of
asymmetric warfare: removing
individuals does not dismantle
systems, particularly when they
are deeply institutionalised.
I[ranian expatriates, numbering in
the millions, have been invoked by
Western and Israeli actors as
proxies of legitimacy or opposition.

Reza Pahlavi, the exiled son of the
last Shah, has emerged as a
symbolic figurehead in opposition
narratives abroad. Yet his support
remains fragmented, reflecting
desperation more than a coherent
political vision, while many in the
diaspora remain sceptical of foreign
manipulation.

Meanwhile, European powers have
been marginalised in the U.S.-
Israeli partnership, caught
between realpolitik, economic ties,
and domestic inertia. France,
Germany, and the U.K. have issued
statements of defensive readiness,
even as European assets have
reportedly been targeted by Iranian
drones. BRICS, where Iran holds
membership, has remained
conspicuously silent, highlighting
the limited influence of traditional
alliances in a conflict shaped by
technological overmatch and
asymmetric capability.

Iran’s geostrategic leverage
remains its strongest deterrent.
The Strait of Hormuz, through
which about 20 per cent of global
oil exports pass, has been
partially closed, demonstrating
the power of geography against
external pressure. Disruptions
here ripple across markets,

supply chains, and the
credibility of American global
hegemony.

At the same time, lran faces

serious political and economic
pressures. Poverty,
unemployment, and factionalism
persist under sanctions. Yet
external pressure can strengthen
cohesion rather than weaken it.
Tehran now faces a crucial task:
consolidating competing factions
and reshaping governance
structures while pursuing strategic
negotiations not as capitulation,
but as a means of survival and long-
term agency in global affairs.

reportedly maintains
approximately ninety undeclared
nuclear warheads, yet there is no

| international scrutiny comparable

to that faced by Iran. Tehran’s
nuclear capability, limited and
largely defensive, is cast as a
threat in the narrative constructed
by external powers, while Israel’s
strategic opacity remains
unchallenged. This imbalance
exemplifies the double standards
underpinning contemporary
interventionist logic: power
exercised by the strong is
legitimacy, whereas defensive
capacity exercised by the weak is
aggression.

The war on Iran is a manifestation
of a broader pathology of
intervention: a reliance on
decapitation, manipulation, and
coercion, divorced from the
realities of institutional resilience,
asymmetric capability, and popular
mobilisation. If Tehran is the next
Gaza, it is not because of
weakness; it is because the
architects of chaos have
underestimated the very forces
they sought to control. History,
strategy, and geography converge
to create a paradox: the attempt
to dismantle Iran may yet
consolidate it, transforming a
targeted campaign of decapitation
into a narrative of survival,
resilience, and renewed strategic
agency. The question is not
whether Tehran will fall-it is
whether the architects of chaos
are prepared to confront the
consequences of their own hubris.
Is this what we have gained in the
name of the guardians of
democracy?
